 INDOOR PROGRAMS

on ctbird. Starting in September 2012, the meetings will be at The Whitney Center,, Cultural Arts Center, 200 Leeder Hill Drive, Ham-
den. The facility is wheelchair accessible.

Directions to the Whitney Center (WC)

From I-95 North or South: Exit onto I-91 North in New Haven. Take Exit 6 (Willow St.).  At end of ramp turn right onto Willow and 
proceed to the end (Whitney Ave.). Turn right onto Whitney and go approximately 4 miles. Turn left onto Putnam Avenue.
From I-91 South: Take Exit 6 (Willow St.) in New Haven. At end of ramp, turn right onto Willow and proceed to the end (Whitney 
Ave.). Turn right onto Whitney and go approximately 4 miles. Turn left onto Putnam Avenue.
From Wilbur Cross (Rte. 15) northbound: Take Exit 61 (Whitney Ave). Turn left at end of ramp, go 2.4 mi., turn right onto Putnam. 
From Wilbur Cross (Rte. 15) southbound: Take Exit 61 (Whitney Ave. New Haven). At end of ramp go right. Proceed to Putnam.

On Putnam go approximately .7 mi, (3 traffic lights) and turn right onto Leeder Hill (ATT bldg is at that intersection). Go .6 mi. on 
Leeder Hill to the South Entrance (big sign) of WC on the left. Turn in and take an immediate left into a raised parking area. Meeting 
is in the South Building, accessed via the main door of the portico that is in view from the parking lot. Turn right down the hallway. 
The Cultural Arts Center is a short distance on the left.

Thursday, December 13, 2012 — Larry Fischer 
In the Eye of an Eagle

This evening’s program looks at the history of the American 
Bald Eagle in Connecticut since its population was decimated 
by DDT in the 1940s. (September this past fall marked the 50th 
anniversary of the publication of Rachel Carson’s Silent Spring, 
the book that helped launch the environmental movement and 
the ban on DDT). Larry will recount a brief history of the reap-
pearance of wintering eagles in the 1970’s and the current status 
of bald eagle breeding in CT since the first successful nest was 
observed in 1992. And we’ll “get up close and personal” as we 
watch Larry’s photo essay “Climbing to an Eagle Nest” in which 
he describes what it‘s like to climb some of our state’s largest 
trees—some to the height of 90 feet—to come eye to eye with 
eaglets in their aerie. Larry is a volunteer for the US Department 
of the Interior and is president of the Western CT Bird Club. An 
amateur ornithologist, Larry has been tracking bird activity since 
the 1980s. He scales the same heights to study hawks and owls 
too in their nests.

Thursday, January 10, 2013 — Min Huang, CT DEEP
Declining Birds, Declining Dollars: Cause and Effect

In tight financial times, many things are impacted in a variety 
of ways. The environment is no exception. Our speaker tonight 
will focus on the decline of many of our state’s non-harvested 
birds and the possible causes for those declines. The underlying 

discussion of the presentation will be Connecticut’s current lack 
of dedicated funding for non-harvested wildlife and how such 
a stream of revenue could benefit them. Using 10 other states 
as conservation models, Min will discuss some of those states’ 
varying degrees of such revenue streams. Dr. Huang is Migratory 
Game Bird Program Leader for the CT Department of Energy 
and Environmental Protection, and he heads up the non-game 
bird program for the state. He is an adjunct Research Scientist 
with UConn’s Department of Natural Resources and the Environ-
ment. His projects include chimney swift survival rate estimates, 
and shrubland and forest interior bird productivity and distribu-
tion.

Thursday, February 14, 2013 — Jacob Musser
Feathers Make the Bird, but What Makes the Feathers?

Ah, feathers—that source of eternal delight to birders, but these 
remarkable structures are hardly just “eye candy.” Feathers are 
integral to the lives of birds, endowing them with the capacity for 
flight, precise control over body temperature, and a showy plum-
age for use in displays of aggression and affection. But where do 
feathers come from, and how did they evolve their impressive 
ability to vary in size and shape? In this talk, Jacob, a PhD candi-
date in Yale’s Department of Ecology and Evolutionary Biology, 
will discuss how his recent investigations on the genetic instruc-
tions for growing feathers have shed new light on their early 
evolution—and how his research has led him from the laboratory 
to emu farms and alligator-filled swamps in Louisiana.

Trip Report: First Wednesday Walk: Allen’s Meadow

Thirteen participants joined Luke Tiller, Leader and two great 
assistants, Joe Bear and Frank Mantlik at Allen’s Meadow in 
Wilton on October 13th from 8-11 am for the New Haven Bird 
Club First Wednesday Walk.

We saw or heard 50 species during the walk and ran to the cars 
to escape the rain at the end. Of special note we had a Cooper’s 
Hawk chasing an American Kestrel, and special comparisons of 
Savannah and Song Sparrows on the fences at the Community 
Garden, as well as Purple and House Finches sitting near each 
other in the trees or bushes. The number of Purple Finches was 
unusual and Carolina, House and a Winter Wren were in the 
thickets, often close to each other, and there were a number of 
Palm Warblers along the paths.

Trip Report:  Hammonasset Beach State Park, October 13th

The very chilly morning brought us a wealth of birds. As we 
gathered on the entrance road, it was often hard to decide which 
way to look; the vegetation was alive with birds and many more 
passed overhead, including flocks of American Robins and a 
low-flying Osprey carrying a fish. Sparrows, Yellow-rumped 
Warblers, Ruby-crowned and Golden-crowned Kinglets, and 
Eastern Phoebes were foraging busily, as a Carolina Wren 
sounded off nearby. A couple of Purple Finches and some Pine 
Siskins alighted at the top of a nearby tree for a brief stay, and 
a Brown Creeper spent a few moments on the left side of the 
narrow “No Parking” sign by the side of the road. When we got 
to the swan pond the two Pied-billed Grebes seen during a brief 
scouting trip the day before were still there, and quite soon a 
flock of about 16 American Pipits flew over, landed and walked 
around in the parking field across the road. The west parking 
lot area was very productive, with a Red-breasted Nuthatch in 
the pines along with chickadees and a Downy Woodpecker. The 
bushes and grass at the west end of the lot were full of sparrows; 
we had good looks at both adult and immature White-crowned 
Sparrows as well as more common species. We spent a long time 
trying to see a mystery sparrow well enough to know whether 
it really was a Clay-colored, finally deciding to move on since 
there was so much more ground to cover.  

Eight Great Egrets and a Lesser Yellowlegs were at the pool 
and marsh east of the Nature Center parking lot, along with a 
lot of Black Ducks and a few Green-winged Teal, and we heard 
a Greater Yellowlegs calling (perhaps one of those seen by two 
participants in the pool at the end of Meigs Point). The Dunlin 
that we later spotted there, and a few Killdeer, were the only 
other shorebirds we found. We might have tallied more if we 
had gotten over to the beach and the breakwater, but since the 
land birding was so good, we decided to do Willards and Cedar 
Islands in the time we had left. The highlights of that part of the 
trip were the many looks we had at Yellow-bellied Sapsuckers, 
more Brown Creepers, a Hermit Thrush, and beautiful Golden-
crowned Kinglets, so close that their bright yellow crowns were 
clearly visible. Raptors were represented by Northern Harriers, 
a Cooper’s Hawk, and American Kestrels, one of which perched 
obligingly on an Osprey nest, where we could easily watch it 
through a scope. Compared with last year’s windy trip, this was 
a wonderful birding day, and we recorded 55 species as well as 
seeing a few others so (including two warblers) so fleetingly that 
they couldn’t be positively identified.
